Brief Fasting Rules:

We fast faithfully and in secret, not judging others and not holding ourselves up as an example.

During most weeks there is a fast on Wednesday and Friday that is the same as the Lenten Fast.

The Lenten Fast occurs 4 times a year, Great Lent-prior to Pascha, Advent-prior to Christmas, Apostles Fast-
prior to Feast of the Apostles in June, Dormition-prior to the Feast of the Dormition in August. Consult our
church calendar which shows fast days and fast-free days.

The Lenten Fast means that we eat no meat or meat products, no dairy, no fish (nothing with a backbone) wine
and oil may only be used on Saturday and Sunday.
